Our number one need right 

now is to increase membership to meet our 

modest operating budget, which continues to be 

tight. To encourage everyone to participate in

(birthdays, sports teams, family reunions, etc.). 

For a nominal fee, you can host guests to swim, 

use the shelter for food and games, as well as 

the volleyball and basketball courts.  It doesn’t 

have to be a special occasion, consider hosting a

Guest Passes and Policies 

Guest passes are available for $4 each from now 

until closing on Memorial Day (May 28
th

) and 

you may purchase as many as you like in 

multiples of 5 (see invoice). After that, guest 

passes will be $6 each. Also, you can prepay or 

request child care passes now for only $25 a 

month. 

 
Guest fees were monitored more closely last 

summer, bringing in $2,335 for HHSA (double 

the year before).  We want you to continue to 

bring friends and expose them to the pool but 

beginning this season, each in-town guest will 

be limited to 15 visits during the season and 

attendance will be monitored.  If you have 

guests who attend regularly, please encourage 

them to JOIN THE POOL!

Several workdays are scheduled to get the pool 

back in shape, and we hope each member 

family can attend at least one!  Bring your 

rakes, gloves, leaf blowers, etc. and bring back 

the pool’s “summertime look”, not to mention 

get acquainted with other members you may not 

know…Yep, bring the kids!

An Important Reminder  

For the safety of our families and pool liability 

issues, every family entering the pool gates 

must have the following items on file:  

emergency contact form (front and back), 

completed  invoice, and a family photo. You 

can send in a print photo with your invoice, 

emergency contact form and payment or you 

can email a digital one to the pool at 

homesteadheightsswimassociation@hotmail.

com 

 

A registration table will be stationed by the pool 

entrance throughout Memorial Day weekend to 

check all members in and make sure all forms, 

fees, etc. are up to date.  If you do not have a 

current family photo, one can be taken opening 

weekend but all family members will need to be 

present. Make sure membership dues are 

mailed by April 15 to avoid a $25 late fee or 

received at the pool by the end of Memorial 

Day to avoid the $50 late fee!
